B To installation personnel

Carefully read the “Installation Instructions” and install this product correctly and safely.
Be sure to read through the section entitled “Read this first!” (page 3) before proceeding with the installation.
After installation, return these “Installation Instructions” to the customer.
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Read this first!

WARNING:

Installation work should only be carried out by the certified personnel.

® [f this product is not installed correctly, serious accidents may result.

® Follow the instructions specified in “Installation” and “Installation of ceiling mount bracket drop-prevention
kit” of this manual, and perform secure installation.

Install the ceiling mount bracket in accordance with the structure and materials of the installation

location.

® |f a mistake is made in the installation procedure, the ceiling mount bracket may fall down and an injury may
result.

Mounting and installation must be carried out by two or more persons.
® When installing the projector in an overhead location, for example, in a high ceiling, at least two persons will
be required to handle the installation.

Make sure that your footing is safe and secure during installation.
® |f your footing is not secure, you may fall down or drop the unit, and an injury may result.

Do not loosen or remove the unit screws and bolts unnecessarily.
® The projector may fall down and an injury may result.

Do not install in a location that is not strong enough.
® |f the installation location is not strong enough, the unit may fall down and damage to the projector or an
injury may result.

Do not install the ceiling mount bracket in humid or dusty locations or in locations where the ceiling

mount bracket may come into contact with oily smoke or steam.

® Using the projector under such conditions may result in fire or electric shock. Also, the oil will cause the
plastic to deteriorate and the projector may fall down when installed on a ceiling.

Do not allow children to reach the supplied screws and metal fittings.
® The supplied screws and metal fittings can cause personal injury if swallowed.
® |f swallowed, seek medical advice immediately.

Do not disassemble or modify the ceiling mount bracket.
® The projector may be damaged or fall, causing injury.

CAUTION:

Only install a designated projector.
Only install using a designated method.
® The projector may fall down and be damaged, and an injury may result.

Do not install the unit in a location that may impede projector ventilation.
® A fire may result.

Do not hang from or hang objects on the projector or ceiling mount bracket.
® The projector may fall and cause injury.

When installing, always use the supplied components.
® The unit may be damaged, or the projector may fall down and an injury may result.

Install the mounting screws and power cable in such a way that they will not make contact with metal
objects inside the ceiling.
® Electric shocks may result from contact with any metal objects inside the ceiling.

The attachment plate is attached
to the ceiling via four ceiling
mount bolts. Installation methods
are different for concrete and
wooden ceilings.

It also allows horizontal swing
angle adjustment.

Adjustable bracket
unit

This is used to connect the at-
tachment plate with the projector
mount bracket.

It has a function which allows ad-
justment of the forward and back
tilt.

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Installation

After checking the height, width and structure of the installation location, determine the appropriate positions for
setting up the screen and installing the projector.

Setting up the screen

Set up the screen according to the specified method in a position which takes into account the projection distance
and angle and the type of screen being used.

Mounting the attachment plate to the ceiling

After checking the height, width, and structure of the installation location, determine the appropriate positions for
setting up the screen and installing the projector. Determine the location of the attachment plate in the ceiling to
align the lens with the center of the screen.

As shown in the figure on the left, install the adjust-
able bracket unit to the projector mount bracket with

the 4 supplied captive washer hex head bolts (M6 x
12).

@ |t is possible to adjust the horizontal swing and also the horizontal and vertical tilt of the ceiling mount bracket.

® For the projector with the lens shift function, check that the projector lens is in the standard position*'!, and ad-
just the positioning of the projected image and the screen.

@ While referring to the operating instructions for the projector, project a picture onto the screen and then adjust
the picture size and focus. After making these adjustments, adjust the ceiling mount bracket angle.

*! For the projector with the lens shift function, standard position is a state when the lens position is in the center
(lens center).

m If the picture is too far to the left or right of the screen

plate, turn the projector right and left to perpendicu-
larly align the center of the screen with the center of
the image.

@ If there is still vertical keystone distortion after adjusting the angle of the ceiling mount bracket and Keystone in
the Position on screen menu has not been adjusted, the screen and projector are not correctly aligned. Check
the standard installation dimensions while referring to “Standard installation dimensions” on the installation
instruction of the projector mount bracket. Or adjust keystone on the projector.

@ After checking the position adjustments, check that the screws have been tightened to the torques specified on page 5.
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Installation of ceiling mount bracket drop-prevention kit

Use the drop-prevention kit supplied with the projector mount bracket (sold separately) to prevent the projector
from falling.

® For attaching the wire rope to the projector, refer to the installation instructions for the separately sold projector
mount bracket.

The procedure in the following shows a case of installation on the concrete ceiling.

1 As shown in the figure on the left, pass the wire
rope through the hole between the attachment
plate and the adjustable bracket unit.
