Precautions for use

The product is intended to project still/moving image signals from video equipment and computers onto a screen.
® \When transporting the projector, handle it with care and avoid excessive vibration and impacts. Doing so may
damage the internal parts and result in malfunctions.

® Do not transport the projector with the adjustable foot extended. Doing so may damage the adjustable foot.

® (Only for PT-LW376, PT-LW336, PT-LB426, PT-LB386 and PT-LB356)
Do not move or transport the projector with the wireless module (Model No.: AJ-WM50 / ET-WML100) of the
optional accessories attached. Doing so may damage the wireless module.

Cautions when install

B Do not set up the projector outdoors.
The projector is designed for indoor use only.

B Do not set up the projector in the following locations.
® Places where vibration and impacts occur such as in a car or vehicle: Doing so may cause damage to internal
components or malfunction.

® | ocations near the sea or areas affected by corrosive gas: Corrosion may damage internal components or
cause the projector to malfunction.

® Near the exhaust of an air conditioner: Depending on the conditions of use, the screen may fluctuate in rare
cases due to the heated air from the exhaust vent or the hot or cooled air.

— [PROJECTION METHOD] to [AUTO]. For rear projection, set the [PROJECTION METHOD] to [REAR/DESK] or [REAR/CEILING].

B Angle sensor

The range of installation posture detected by the projector’s built-in angle sensor is as follows.

In case of [AUTO], when the projector is placed with the top side upward within £30° from the horizontal plane, it
will switch to [FRONT/DESK] automatically; when the projector is placed with the top side downward within +30°
from the horizontal plane, it will switch to [FRONT/CEILING] automatically.

In the case of [AUTO], it will be detected as [FRONT/DESK] even when the projector tilts over +30° with the top
side upward or over +30° with the top side downward. To use the projector that tilts over £30° with the top side
downward, set the [PROJECTOR SETUP] menu — [PROJECTION METHOD] to [FRONT/CEILING] or [REAR/

CEILING] instead of [AUTO].
However, do not use the projector when it exceeds £30° with respect to the horizontal plane. Doing so may

shorten the life of the parts.
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Parts for ceil Optional

This requires an optional ceiling mount bracket. Be sure to use the Projector Mount Bracket together with the
ceiling mount bracket for high ceilings or low ceilings.

Model No.: ET-PKL100H (for high ceilings), ET-PKL100S (for low ceilings), ET-PKL420B (Projector Mount
Bracket)

® Use only the ceiling mount brackets specified for this projector.
® Refer to the Installation Instructions for the ceiling mount bracket when you install the bracket and the projector.

device, prepare a necessary system connection cable to suit the device.

® Video signals containing too much jitter may cause the images on the screen to randomly wobble or wafture. In
this case, a time base corrector (TBC) must be connected.
