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Connecting
Before connecting
 f Before connecting, carefully read the operating instructions for the external device to be connected.
 f Turn off the power switch of the devices before connecting cables.
 f Take note of the following points before connecting the cables. Failure to do so may result in malfunctions.
-  When connecting a cable to a device connected to the projector or the projector itself, touch any nearby metallic objects to 

eliminate static electricity from your body before performing work.
-  Do not use unnecessarily long cables to connect to a device connected to the projector or to the projector body. The longer 

the cable, the more it is susceptible to noise. Since using a cable while it is wound makes it act like an antenna, it is more 
susceptible to noise.

-  When connecting cables, connect GND first, then insert the connecting terminal of the connecting device in a straight manner.
 f If any connection cable is not supplied with the device, or if no optional cable is available for connection of the device, 
prepare a necessary system connection cable to suit the device.

 f Video signals containing too much jitter may cause the images on the screen to randomly wobble or wafture. In this case, a 
time base corrector (TBC) must be connected.

 f The projector accepts Video signals, Y/C signals and YCBCR/YPBPR signals and analog RGB signals (synchronous signals 
are TTL level), and digital signal.

 f Some computer models or graphics cards are not compatible with the projector.
 f When using long cables to connect with each of equipment to the projector, there is a possibility that the image will not be 
output correctly unless a compensator is used.

 f For details on what video signals the projector supports, see “List of compatible signals”. (x page 106 )

Basic operations by using the remote control

Performing automatic setup
The Input search function, Auto PC adjustment function and Auto Keystone correction function can be performed 
simultaneously.
Input search is a function to automatically detect the input signal and switch the input.
The Auto PC adjustment function can be used to automatically adjust the clock phase, image position (horizontal / vertical) 
and dot clock when the still image analog RGB signal is input. (Analog RGB signal is a signal structured with dots just like the 
computer signal.)
The Auto Keystone correction function automatically corrects vertical trapezoidal distortion.
It is recommended to input an image with bright white borders at the edges and high-contrast black and white characters 
when the Auto PC adjustment function is being performed. Avoid using images that include halftones or gradation, such as 
photographs and computer graphics.

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About Memory Viewer function
The Memory Viewer function makes it possible to display the still images stored in the USB memory as projected images.

Removing the USB memory

1) Make sure that the indicator on the USB memory is not flashing, and remove it.

Attention

 f Please note following points when removing the USB memory. 
-  When the indicator of the USB memory attached to the projector is blinking, it indicates that the projector is reading the 

USB memory. Do not remove the USB memory from the projector while the indicator is blinking.

All pictures in the same folder will play automatically according to the settings of [Sort order], [Slide transition effect] and so on 
of the [Memory Viewer] menu.

2) Press the <MENU> button to select the [Memory Viewer] → [Set slide].

3) Press the <ENTER> button on the remote control.
 f The slideshow will start.
 f Press the <ENTER> button to return to the thumbnail screen.

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Power/Warning Indicators
If a problem should occur inside the projector, the power indicator <ON(G)/STANDBY(R)> and the warning indicator 
<WARNING> will inform you by lighting or blinking. Check the status of the indicators and remedy the indicated problems as 
follows.
